MSc Mediterranean Agricultural Production Systems

Concise description of Master's Degree 
The Master’s Program (MSc) in “Mediterranean Agricultural Production Systems” provides advanced knowledge in topics related to the agricultural production in the Mediterranean zone countries and the exploitation of smart technologies and infrastructure in the agri-food sector under the pressure of climate change. The MSc is mainly addressed to agronomists, agriculture engineers, holders of a 5-year course of studies degree issued by Hellenic Polytechnic Schools or by equivalent Universities abroad or to engineers of other fields. The attendance of MSc lasts up to two semesters. MSc offers two directions (“Sustainable Agriculture and Plant Improvement” and “Advances in Horticulture”), which are completed in seven modules (four in the winter semester and three in the spring semester) and a research-oriented dissertation (a total of required ECTS = 60). Part of the modules are taught remotely
The criteria taken into consideration for the selection of postgraduate students, according to the Course of Studies Committee (CSC) are the following:
· The overall diploma grade and its ranking order among other graduates
· Other postgraduate degrees related to the Programme’s subject, if any.
· The candidate's research (publications in scientific Journals and presentation in scientific Conferences) and professional experience, if any 
· Letters of recommendation
· Interview
This MSc has tuition fees of €2,500, and the award of a waiver for the candidate who achieves the highest grades in the admission process.
